DAY 3 Rise and shine and enjoy the Chasers Club at the Balloon Fiesta Grounds. Breakfast and
open-air seating here. Then, take in a spectacular display of sound and color as you watch the Hot
Air Balloon Mass Ascension led by a balloon
flying the American flag to the strains of

Albuquerque. Tram ride to the summit of
Sandia Peak. Dinner.
