DAY 5 MARSEILLE, FRANCE Marseille is France’s oldest city. Discover its atmospheric
Old Port, overseen by two 17th-century fortresses. Take in Notre
Dame de la Garde, Palais Longchamp, and Aix-en-Provence. (B, L, D)

DAY 6 MONTE CARLO, MONACO Monaco — playground
for the rich and famous and gateway to the South of France. Visit
medieval Monaco: Prince’s Palace and St. Nicholas Cathedral, the
burial site of the royal family. See Casino de Monte-Carlo, the most

prestigious and celebrated gambling mecca on Earth. (B, L, D)

DAY 7 FLORENCE/PISA, ITALY Scenic drive through the
Tuscan countryside to Florence. See the Basilica di Santa Maria del
Fiore, medieval Ponte Vecchio and the attractive Basilica di Santa
Croce, resting place of Michelangelo. In Pisa explore the Square

of Miracles, including the famous Leaning Tower, Cathedral and
Baptistery. (B, L, D)




DAY 8 ROME, ITALY Marvel at the
magnificent Colosseum, where gladiators
once battled; the historic Roman Forum,
gathering place and political center of the
ancients; and Vatican City. (B, L, D)

DAY 9 NAPLES, ITALY Takein
magnificent examples of Greek and Roman
architecture and the Piazza del Plebiscito,
the grandest public square in the city,
facing the former Royal Palace of the King
of Naples. Take a drive along the stunning
Amalfi Coast. (B, L, D)
