DAY 1 Travel to Dublin, Ireland.

DAY 2 Welcome to the Emerald Isle! Travel from Dublin Airport to Belfast, Northern
Ireland. Visit Monasterboice High Crosses. Welcome Cockeail hour in the Observatory Bar
located on the 23rd floor of the Grand Central Hotel. Arrive at the Europa Hotel, Belfast
City Centre for a 2-night stay.

Arrive at the Hotel Riu Plaza The
Gresham in Dublin for a 3-night stay. Dinner.

DAY 12 Breakfast. City tour of Dublin. Highlights include O’Connell
Street, Phoenix Park, Leinster House and more. Explore the Irish
Emigration Museum to uncover the story of Irish emigrants and how
they shaped the world. Tour of the Guinness Storehouse finishing at
the Gravity Bar for a pint of Guinness while enjoying panoramic views

over Dublin city. Return to the hotel for the evening.
