The Civil War Museum is like no other Civil War Museum in the country; with full sized
interactive wax figures. The Museum focuses on the Civil War from the perspective of the
people from the seven states of the upper Middle West: lllinois, Indiana, lowa, Michigan,
Minnesota, Ohio, and Wisconsin. These seven states sent over one million men to serve in
the Union army. Through the use of personal stories and narratives, the Museum also
explores how the Civil War impacted the people on the Western home front before, during,
and after the war by connecting the prewar causes to the postwar effects. We will also
experience a live reenactment of Caroline Quarlls - My Independence Day. Caroline Quarlls,
an enslaved 16-year-old girl living in St. Louis, made the life changing choice to seek her own
freedom. On that day, Caroline left the slave state of Missouri and began a journey that
would take her to Milwaukee, a growing city in the Wisconsin Territory. There, she met a
number of people who assisted with her escape to freedom to Canada. Our final stop will be
at Mars Cheese Castle.
